HAVE ONE TELEPHONE THAT WILL WORK DURING A POWER OUTAGE

After the 2003, Tornadoes in West Tennessee, I would like to make the following suggestion.

After trying to contact many of my relatives, most of the day, to check on them, as they live in the area of Lexington to Jackson Tennessee, where most of the damage occurred, I found that some of the telephones indicated the lines were down or out of service. Most

of them indicated they were ringing but nobody answered. 

This was due to the following and this is the reason for my suggestion. 

These telephones were the electronic models that require electrical power to operate. If

your telephone has one of the power cubes, that plugs into the wall outlet (AC), then you need to be sure you have at least one of the regular phones, that do not require power to operate, otherwise you can not call out nor can you receive calls to your phone 

IF YOUR COMMERCIAL POWER IS OFF DUE TO STORM DAMAGE.

None of the powered phones or answering machines will work. Cordless phones also WILL NOT WORK if the power is off. So be sure you have one of the cheap phones or

one of the old type phones that we all have had in the past, so you can make and receive calls during these power outages. 

Most of the folks I tried to call, thought their phone lines were down, but if they had one of these phones, they would have had telephone service.

THIS COULD SAVE YOUR LIFE DURING OR AFTER SEVERE WEATHER IF YOU HAVE A NEED TO CONTACT RELATIVES OR EMERGENCY SERVICES SUCH AS POLICE, FIRE, OR MAYBE MEDICAL SERVICES FOR AN INJURED PERSON.

These phones are cheap and you can get one at any discount store for maybe 6 to 10

bucks. This can prove to be good and cheap life insurance.
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
